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Streptavidin Conjugates 

Introduction 

AAT Bioquest® offers a variety of streptavidin products including those labeled with our outstanding series of iFluor™ and 

mFluor™ dyes.  Both iFluor™ and mFluor™ dyes are optimized for labeling proteins, in particular, antibodies. These dyes are bright, 

photostable and have minimal quenching on proteins. They can be well excited by the major laser lines of fluorescence instruments 

(e.g., 350, 405, 488, 555 and 633 nm). The iFluor™ dyes also have much better labeling performance than the classic fluorescent 

labeling dyes such as FITC, TRITC, Texas Red®, Cy3®, Cy5® and Cy7®. Each iFluor™ dye was developed to match the spectral 

properties of a particular Alexa Fluor® or other equivalent fluorescent labeling dyes (such as DyLight™ dyes).  

Streptavidin conjugates are widely used together with a conjugate of biotin for specific detection of a variety of proteins, 

protein motifs, nucleic acids and other molecules since streptavidin has a very high binding affinity for biotin. For most fluorescent 

streptavidin applications, a concentration of 1 - 20 g/mL is sufficient; however, optimal conditions should be determined for each 

particular application. A full selection of iFluor™ dyes labeled products including secondary antibodies, antibody labeling kits, and 

other bioconjugates such as phalloidins, annexin V are also available from AAT Bioquest.

Storage and Handling: 

Upon receipt, store the liquid form products (RPE, APC, and PerCP conjugates) at 4
 o
C and kept from light, do not freeze.  Or 

store the lyophilized powder at <-15 
o
C, and kept from light and moisture. When ready to use, add ddH2O with 0.1% bovine serum 

albumin into the powder vial to have 1mg/mL stock solution. This reconstituted solution remains stable for two months without 

significant change when stored in the presence of 2 mM sodium azide and kept from light at 4 C. For longer storage, the reconstituted 

solution could be either divided into single-used aliquots, or added equal volume of glycerol (50% in final concentration) without 

aliquoting, and store the solution at -20°C (protected from light). The product is stable for 1 year at -20ºC. For all RPE, APC, and 

PerCP conjugates store them at 2-6 C (DO NOT FREEZE).
